Leonard Graham Bendall was born in Cheltenham, the son of Leonard Thomas and
Matilda Bendall of the above address. (He was not directly related to either the Bendall
family of Leckhampton or the Bendalls of the removal firm Barnby, Bendall & Co.)

He joined up in the Herefordshire Regiment while living at Colwall and fought at
Gallipoli in 1916 where he suffered badly from frostbite. He served with his unit in
Palestine in 1917 and took part in the capture of Jerusalem in December of that year.
During action to drive back the Turkish Army, which was trying to recapture the city,
Leonard Bendall was wounded and died in a field hospital on 2 January 1918.
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
