Died of pneumonia in England on 6 July 1918, aged 31 

Address: Grantham, 24 Church Road, Leckhampton (next to the Village Hall) 

He is buried in Leckhampton Churchyard (Plot H.27) and commemorated on the 

Leckhampton, Cheltenham and Pate’s Grammar School War Memorials. 

 

William Henry Caudle was born in Leckhampton, the son of John and Ellen Caudle of 

the above address. He was an Old Boy of Cheltenham Grammar School and before the 

war worked in the education department of London County Council. He joined up in 

the Army Service Corps in Tooting, London, and died of pneumonia at Prees Heath 

Military Hospital in Shropshire. The Leckhampton War Memorial incorrectly records 

that he died at Poperinghe, Belgium.
